2. Variations
In exceptional circumstances the Amo Matua, Ako | Executive Dean of Education or delegate may approve a 
personal programme of study which does not conform to these Regulations.

3. The structure of the quali�cation
To qualify for the Postgraduate Certi�cate in Teaching English to Speakers of Other Languages a student must:

(a)	 be credited with a minimum of 60�points towards the quali�cation; and
(b)	 be credited with the courses listed in Schedule�C to these Regulations.

10(a) and have their Certi�cate subsumed in accordance with the General Regulations to the University.
