3.The structure of the quali cation
To qualify for the Conjoint Bachelor of Engineering with Honours and Arts, a student must:

(a) be credited with a minimum of 675 points towards the quali cation, and
(b) be credited with:

i. aminimum of 405 points in total including courses in Schedule A and B of the Bachelor of
Engineering with Honours First Year, courses according to Regulation 12 of the Second to Fourth Yz
Programme in the Bachelor of Engineering with Honours or courses approved by the Amo M At
P hanga | Executive Dean of Engineering or delegate;

ii. aprogramme of study in an engineering discipline with at least 315 points above 100-level
by the Amo Matua, P hanga | Executive Dean of Engineering or delegate; and

ii. a programme of study in an engineering discipline with at least 90 points at 400-level; and

iv. an approved academic writing test; and

v. ENGR200 Engineering Work Experience, and

(c) be credited with a minimum of 255 points from courses from Schedule V to the Bachelor of Arts
